Organic Spray Suggestions for NC Apples
Dormant to Silver Tip
    

Oil:  (Mite eggs and San Jose Scale)

Copper:  (Fireblight)
Green Tip – Buds show 0.25 inches in new growth – and before rain


 Copper (Apple Scab)

After rain: Lime Sulfur (Apple Scab) - Do not use within 2 weeks of oil
7 days later and before rain: 

Same as Green Tip 
Tight Cluster – flower cluster is exposed, no pink visible

Lime Sulfur  + Sulfur (Apple Scab, Rusts and Powdery Mildew)

Erect Pheromone traps (Codling Moth, Leafrollers) on 4-5 acres minimum
Pink – pink is visible on buds

Neem, M-Pede or other soap (Rosy Apple Aphids, Plant Bugs)

Copper + Sulfur (Apple Scab, Rusts and Powdery Mildew)
Bloom


Streptomycin (Fire Blight)

Petal Fall  - flower petals have fallen

Lime Sulfur + Sulfur (Summer Diseases)

7 days later


Copper + Sulfur (Summer Diseases)

Kaolin, Neem , M-Pede or other soap (Aphids, Plant Bugs, Plum Curculio)
Every 7 days through the summer


Lime Sulfur + Sulfur alternating with Copper + Sulfur (Summer Diseases)

Early June – 2-3 sprays critical for control of Lepidopterous pests

Spinosads, BT’s, Kaolin Clay, Pyganic, Cyd-X (Lepidopterous pests)

Every 7 days through summer


BT’s, Pyganic (Lepidopterous pests and Apple Maggot)

Early July


Pyganic weekly (Apple Maggot)

Mid – late August


Spinosads, BT’s, Kaolin, Pyganic, CYD-X (Lepidoptera, Apple Maggot)
